Deacon’s Digest 
Free to love 
What does the word “freedom” mean to you? For many peo-
ple, it means that they can do whatever they want, whenever 
they want. The political or secular view of freedom is often 
taken to mean that we can do whatever we want as long as 
it’s legal.   
Recently, I visited the National Civil Rights Museum in 
Memphis, TN. It was very enlightening to listen to the 
speeches of the leaders in the civil rights movement, watch 
videos of marches and read numerous accounts of racial 
bias, segregation and hatred that were inflicted on African 
Americans (and others) in the United States. The most as-
tonishing thing to remember is this - racial bias and segrega-
tion were legal. African Americans were not allowed to en-
ter a bus by the front door or sit in the first four rows of the 
bus. They could not vote, sit at a lunch counter in a restau-
rant, go to a “white” school, drink from a “white” drinking 
fountain or even receive emergency transportation in an am-
bulance. 
The Museum highlights the people and events that finally 
overturned these unjust laws and ended legal segregation.  
Thanks be to God that Martin Luther King, Jr., Ralph Aber-
nathy and Rosa Parks, along with dozens of others, had the 
courage to stand up to these injustices and work for true 
freedom. 
The lesson all of us need to learn is simply this - just be-
cause something is legal doesn’t mean it’s right. Everything 
Hitler did in Germany to the Jews (and others) was legal.  
The violence perpetrated against the blacks in South Africa 
was legal. The execution of Jesus Christ was legal. Abortion 
is legal. Unjust laws still exist today and need to be chal-
lenged in nonviolent ways. We have the freedom and the 
responsibility to stand against injustices wherever they ap-
pear - legal or not.  
In last week’s 2nd reading, St. Paul says that Christ set us 
free so that we could serve one another through love. As 
Christians, this is the definition of freedom that should rule 
our lives. We are free so that we can LOVE. And love, for 
the Christian, means sacrificial service rendered uncondi-
tionally to those society views as the “least”.   
As we celebrate Independence Day, take some time and 
challenge your own view of freedom. Are you free to love 
as Christ loves? Are you free to serve and sacrifice for all?  
These are the reasons that Jesus came and set us free. Pray 
for the grace and strength you need to live in the true free-
dom of a child of God. 

Pastoral Planning Update 
Since we started the planning process in January, the Di-
ocesan Pastoral Planning Committee was given a change 
in the number of priests we were working with. At the 
start of our proceedings, we were given the task of serv-
ing the 10 parishes in Sioux Falls, 1 in Brandon, and the 
4.5 chaplains at the hospitals, prison and colleges by 
2012 with 12 priests instead of the current 19. After the 
first two meetings, Deacon Roger Heidt reported at the 
third meeting that we did not have to worry about the 
chaplain positions as Bishop Swain would cover those. 
Our task now is to staff the parishes of Sioux Falls and 
Brandon with 12 priests and look at ways we can become 
more vibrant and faithful Catholic parishes. 
At our last meeting we came to a consensus on the fol-
lowing items: 
1. Priest Numbers at parishes: St. Michael Parish-2, 

Holy Spirit Parish-2, St. Therese Parish-1, Christ the 
King Parish-1, St. Lambert Parish-1, St. Mary Parish-
1, St. Katharine Drexel Parish-1, Risen Savior Parish-
1, St. Joseph Cathedral Parish-2. 

2. Close Our Lady of Guadalupe Parish and combine it  
with St. Joseph Cathedral and St. Josephine Bakhita 
Parishes. 

3. Establish a Newman Center or Newman Club at 
Christ the King Parish. 

4. Explore transitioning some of the priest’s administra-
tive duties of the parish to lay people. 

5. Investigate the feasibility of establishing a parish in 
Harrisburg. 

Our next meeting is scheduled on Thursday, July 8th, at  
6:30 p.m. at Holy Spirit Parish to begin finalizing our 
recommendations to the Bishop. Everyone is welcome 
and there is an open microphone for audience comments 
and questions at the end of the meeting.If you have any 
question or comments, feel free to e-mail me at wvanden-
hemel@gmail.com.
