read them again. All of our life is about knowing who 
Jesus is and learning to be like Him. 

4. Pray the Rosary every day. The primary purpose of 
the Rosary is to meditate on the life of Jesus. The 
more we know about Jesus, the more we know of His 
mercy and forgiveness. When we know this well, our 
lives can change. 

It’s simply not realistic for most people to go from infre-
quent prayer to committing to pray for an hour per day.  
Ask God which of these four methods would be the most 
helpful for you to begin with. If you are already doing 
one, ask God which one should be next. 
All of this is about staying focused on Jesus. The many 
distractions of our daily lives tend to draw us away, but 
God made us to be in union with Him. We can help make 
this happen by keeping our mind, our eyes, and our 
hearts fixed on Jesus by using these four methods.

WHAT DO YOU KNOW, FR. JOE?  
HOW TO STAY IN THE G AME  

Today’s Gospel tells of three people who truly de-
sired to follow Jesus as His disciples. Each truly 
wanted to do the right thing, but lacked the commit-
ment. One said that he would follow Jesus wherever 
He would go. However, Jesus tells the man that to 
follow Him he may have to give up everything: “The 
Son of Man has no where to lie His head.”   
The second said he would follow Jesus when the 
time was right. Jesus told him that delays and ex-
cuses would lead to never following Him. The third 
says that he wants to follow, but keeps “looking 
back.”   
Each of is similar to these three well-intended people.  
We start out with the best of plans, but soon begin to 
compromise. We desire to follow Jesus, but we’re 
waiting for the perfect time, which never comes. We 
try to follow Jesus with all we have, but get bogged 
down with our past sins, our addictions, or the fear 
that we won’t be able to make the changes necessary 
to stay the course. It isn’t that we don’t desire to do 
the right thing—we just get busy, we get tired and we 
lose our way. 
Each of us needs a plan to help us stay in the game.  
We need help to stay focused on the goal, which is 
union with Jesus Christ. Here are four things you can 
do to avoid distraction: 
1. Spend 10-15 minutes per day quiet time with 

God. You can thank God for the ways He has 
blessed you, tell Him you are sorry for your sins 
or just sit quietly with the One who loves you 
more than anyone ever could. Conclude by ask-
ing God what He wants you to say and do today. 

2. Go to daily Mass at least once per week. There is 
nothing like a daily Mass: the crowd is much 
smaller, the pace is slower and it is often easier to 
feel the presence of God. 

3. Read the Bible 10-15 minutes per day. Begin by 
reading the four Gospels and when you finish,
