A SINGLE GRAIN

Amen, amen, | say to you. Unless a grain of wheat falls to
the ground and dies, it remains just a grain of wheat; but, if it
dies, it produces much fruit. (Jn 12:24)

It can be easy to look at a single seed and wonder what good
it might be. After all, it takes thousands or millions of those
seeds to sow a field of grain or even to plant a lawn. But Je-
sus seems to disagree with that assessment by His words in
today’s Gospel. He knows that each and every seed has the
potential to produce when placed in the proper environ-
ment—the environment that will allow it to die.

Jesus uses this as a metaphor for our lives. He understands
our human nature very well. He knows that we have a ten-
dency to be sdfish and sdf-centered so he reminds us that, in
order to bethe person that God created us to be, we may need
to “die’. This death, however, is not the end of our earthly
life: it may just be the beginning. The beginning of alife that
islived for others, lived for God, and lived with alove that is
so strong it calls us beyond our very selves.

Who can you think of that has lived that kind of life? People
like Mother Teresa, Martin Luther King, and Gandhi come to
mind. They gave themselves away for the good of others and
lived lives worthy of imitation. But I'll bet there are people
you know, everyday people whose lives you have witnessed,
who lived in ways that showed their love of God and love of
others.

I think of my mother, who sacrificed her body for my siblings
and me, and my father who gave up his own dreams and
plans so that he could concentrate on being a good dad. | had
an English teacher in high school who poured out her knowl-
edge and love of literature in a way that got me and many
others excited about the classics. All of those peoplelived in
ways that produced much fruit. They were “single grains’
willing to dieto sdf and live for others. | thank God for them
and the way they spent their lives for the good of others. |
pray that | will have the strength to do the same.

Today, spend some time remembering those who have sacri-
ficed for you. Where would any us of be without people like
them in our lives? Pray for the grace you need to make this
statement areality for you:

Whoever loves his life loses it, and whoever hates his life in
thisworld will preserveit for eternal life (Jn. 12:25)
