Deacon’s Digest 
The Day of the Lord 
A couple of weeks ago, Mary and I went to Stillwater, MN for a 
mini-vacation.  We like Stillwater because it is an interesting 
older town on the St. Croix River near the Wisconsin border.  
When we have a little time off, we like to go to places where 
there is nothing to do.  That way, we have a truly relaxing and 
restful vacation. 
While we were there, we wandered through the historic down-
town area, sat by the river, read books, and did a whole lot of 
nothing else.  The day that most impressed me  in Stillwater was 
Sunday.  As we sat on the banks of the river enjoying the beauty 
of the day, I noticed that there were literally hundreds of other 
folks doing the exact same thing. Everywhere I looked up and 
down the river, there were people having picnics, playing catch, 
taking naps or just taking it easy.  What great ways to spend a 
Sunday afternoon! 
The scene reminded me of an encyclical written by Pope John 
Paul II entitled “The Day of the Lord”.  In this letter, the Pope 
was exhorting us as Christians to examine the way we spend our 
Sundays and to remember that God created the Sabbath for us so 
we could have a day of rest.  Sunday should have a character all 
its own and not be just one more day of work and endless activ-
ity.  For Catholics, that means the day must include participation 
at Mass.  When we come to Sunday Mass, we are called to be an 
active member of the assembly, not just an attendee.  That means 
we sing the songs, pray the prayers and proclaim the responses.  
We listen to the Scripture readings and take the message received 
into the world with us.  Each one of us does this in fulfillment of 
our baptismal promises. 
But that’s not where “keeping the Sabbath day holy” ends.  The 
balance of the day should be spent in rest, relaxation, and con-
templation.  If we use it as just another day to dash from one ac-
tivity to the next or one project to another, we are missing out on 
the gift God intended us to receive by honoring this day.  One of 
the questions Pope John Paul asks in his encyclical is this: “Why 
do we not want a day off? What are we afraid of?”  An interest-
ing question and one worth pondering.  It would be beneficial for 
each of us to examine the way we spend our Sundays now.  Is 
Sunday truly a day of rest?  Is it a day that brings us closer to our 
family and closer to God?  At the end of it do we feel more rested 
and more ready to begin the new week?  Are we “hiding from 
God” by keeping ourselves so busy that we never have time to 
contemplate His presence in our lives?  Take some time today 
and honestly answer those questions.  Remember, God wants 
only the best for you and your family.  Receive the gift of the 
Sabbath more fully into your life—starting TODAY.
